     Here at Warren, we have a desire to reach the unreached Longo
people with Gospel of Jesus.  The Longo live in north-central
Uganda. They are influenced by traditional beliefs, which still play a
big role in their religious lives. The Longo people mostly hunt, farm,
and raise livestock. They speak the Longo language. There are
about 2,964,000 Longo people.

Team
members lead Bible studies for men and women within their cell
blocks, offer free Bibles, and provide a comprehensive index of
local resources that can help inmates and their families more
successfully transition to life together on the outside. Since its
inception in 2015, volunteers have shared the Good News in over
3,800 scheduled jail visits attended by nearly 43,000 detainees.
Our newest effort is focused on the area of Youth Development
and Youth Detention centers reaching out with the Gospel to
young offenders in the Georgia Department of Juvenile Justice
facilities. Volunteers lead Bible discussions and provide academic
tutoring.
